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So much choice, shall I just copy my friends?

Leaving school is quite a big stage in your life, as much as you might joke on that you ‘hate’ school, it isn’t that bad as you are with all your mates and are only in around 6 hours per day.  When you are at school you get into a routine which all changes after you finish school and a lot of people struggle to find what they want to do with themselves.  It is important to think about what you want out of life and don’t just copy what your mates are doing because in the long term it will make you unhappy.  

Some options to consider
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You could choose to go straight into work, if so you will be best trying to have some experience, usually volunteering is a good way to achieve this.  If you want paid work though, keep an eye out in your local paper as jobs are advertised each week.  There are also many websites where you can search for work.  Also look out for jobs and careers fairs.  Employers will be there so dress smartly and bring along a copy of your CV.

2) You may choose to do an apprenticeship as this allows you to earn a wage whilst learning new skills and gaining qualifications.  You can do this between the ages of 16-24.

3) You may decide to go into further education.  Some schools have a 6th form or you could go to college to do your A levels.  You may be fed up with school but college and 6th form are a lot different and this route will almost certainly lead to you getting a better paid job when you have finished, especially if you continue on into University.  

Help I haven’t got a CV!!!

A CV is simply a record of 1-2 sides of A4 that contains a brief summary listing any work experiences and qualifications that you may have.  It will also contain any skills you may have and a mini section for a personal statement where you can talk about your hobbies and interests.
